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The Adirondack Gateway Council
(AGC) determined that a
comprehensive review of housing
and transportation needs in

the AGC region is necessary to
determine population and housing
trends and their impacts on
housing supply, affordability and
location. As part of this review, the
AGC commissioned a regional Fair
Housing Equity Assessment (FHEA).

Housing and transportation involve active citizen participation, the

collection, interpretation, and interdependent analysis of locally

important issues surrounding housing, transportation and equity.

Work on this task began in November 2013 and is expected to be
completed by January 2015.

The Housing and Transportation Technical Report and the Fair Housing
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Equity Assessment (FHEA) consider ways to:

e Provide more transportation choices and access to jobs,
education, services, and other basic needs.

e Promote affordable housing.
e Lower the combined cost of housing and transportation.
e Leverage funding and plan for future growth.

Progress November 2013 through August, 2014

Learning to understand what is happening now in the AGC region

requires “all ears to the ground"—Over the past ten months we have:

e Reached out to 104 service providers. Many agreed to serve as

sounding boards and help reach out to citizens.

e Hosted six (6) focus groups attended by 30 agencies. More
outreach is scheduled.

e Created 45+ maps and tables.
e Produced a provider survey and sent to 62+ agencies.

e Produced a citizen survey and transit survey to provide input on

locally important issues.
